Welcome to the Trumbull Police Cadet Post.  As a police cadet in the town of Trumbull, you will receive a wide variety of knowledge then apply these skills in a practical sense.  Through this process you will develop better leadership skills & self-confidence.  You will also develop a working knowledge or our current criminal justice system, which may lead to a future career.

The Trumbull Police Cadet Post operates on a youth run basis. The youth members determine the needs and wants of the group. As your leadership skills mature, you may have the opportunity to utilize your skills through promotion within the post. Youth members may become Captain, Lieutenant, or Sergeant. This promotion is done on a yearly basis and will consist of a life-like interview experience to help prepare you for future experiences. The Trumbull Police Cadet Post is run on a modified “Para” Military basis having structure, discipline, and punctuality. We also encourage and endorse physical activity. 

Commitment

The Trumbull Police Cadet Post requires that as a member you become dedicated and involved at weekly meetings, weekend trips & activities, fundraising events. Attendance is essential as you make the program work. If you are unable to attend a meeting or event, we ask that you inform us so that we can plan accordingly.  

How to Join

Go onto our Website and download the application. Once you have completed the application, return it to Police Headquarters in person or via mail and an Officer / Advisor will contact you to schedule an interview.  An application can also be obtained from any police cadet member.  The address for the Trumbull Police Department is 158 Edison Road, Trumbull CT 06611.  

Completion of the application does not constitute acceptance into the post.  A thorough background check will be conducted, references contacted, and interview of the candidate.  Once this process is complete and the candidate is recommended, he / she will be invited to the program as vacancies open up.  This program has an operational limit of 30 participants.

The application consists of: Personal Information, Hold Harmless Agreement & Disclosure, Waiver of Liability (needs to be notarized).

Costs

As a new police cadet an initial fee is required.  This is a onetime startup cost of $150.00.  This fee includes a shirt and hat.  Cadets are required to purchase a complete uniform at New England Uniform LLC, 2490 Main Street in Bridgeport CT.  Cadets are also required to wear black shoes, sneakers or boots.  Registration and insurance fees are also covered in the startup cost and maintained by yearly dues of $75.00.  Certain trips and activities may also require an additional fee depending on transportation / instructor / participant costs.

Equipment

Police cadet equipment may be issued to you at an event.  It is important for you treat any / all equipment with care and report any damaged equipment to the appropriate person.  Upon completion of the event / activity all issued equipment must be returned to the quartermaster.

As a cadet post we also participate in physical activity.  We require cadets to bring “PT” gear to every meeting / event.  PT gear consists of a grey t-shirt and / or sweatshirt, blue shorts and / or sweatpants and sneakers.
